Biographical/Historical Note: 
 
Born on August 4, 1923, Mary Munz was the daughter of Georgie Temple and Harry Munz, and 
granddaughter of T. L. L. Temple.  She lived her entire life in Texarkana, Texas.  Miss Munz died on 
February 15, 2005 at home in Texarkana at the age of 81.   
 
Collection Scope and Content: 
 
Because this collection’s content covers several disparate areas, the scope of this collection is fairly 
broad.  Eight Munz family trophies from the beginning of the 20th century mark the earliest point of the 
collection, and photos and caretaker’s journals from as late as 2003 mark the latest point.  Munz’s 
arithmetic books and certificates document her accomplishments in acedemics.  The Temple family 
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trophies primarily pertain to tennis.  Also included are photographs and VHS tapes documenting Temple 
family events, and several books on Christian Science. 
 
Arrangement:  
Materials are arranged by type, with trophies placed together, books placed together, spiral bound 
notebooks placed together, and photographs placed together.
